In 2022, 17 million households containing 44.2 million people, including 1in 5
children, experienced food insecurity in the United States. This number increased
by 13.5 million people in just one year—the most significant increase since the
Great Recession. Social inequities, chronic illness, educational disparities, racial
iInequality, rising housing costs, and escalating food costs contribute to the
continuing increase of food insecurities, which leads to long-term hunger among
our citizens. Globally, 783 million people experience hunger, and 230 million
children experience hunger-related health issues.
